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How to Use This Book 
The book you now have in your hands has been a labor of love. It began with a realization that no matter 
how excellent and effective our teaching may be, it cannot compete with the influence of you as parents. 
God has called you specifically and gifted you uniquely to lead your kids “in the nurture and admonition of 
the Lord.” Plainly said, you are the greatest spiritual influence in the lives of your kids. To some of you that is 
a very intimidating and overwhelming thought (I know I feel that way). 

Therefore, we as the church want to help encourage and equip you in your role as the primary discipler of 
your children, and that is why this book exists. Our goal is to set you up in the best way that we can to have 
spiritual conversations as a family. Our hope is that you will have opportunities on Sundays, perhaps at lunch 
after Sunday school, as well as a couple of times a week with the Family Devotionals provided, to talk about 
God and His importance in our everyday lives. 

To help accomplish this, we have standardized the Sunday school curriculum so that everyone from JK-
12th grade will be learning the same things each week (age appropriately, of course). This allows you as 
parents to know exactly what all of your kids are learning without having to keep track of multiple e-mails or 
schedules. Below you will find exactly what is included and how best to use it.

OUTLINE

We provide you with the main points that your students will be learning each week. We do this so you can 
be best prepared to discuss what they learned and answer any questions that might come up. We also have 
included a lengthy section of context for each lesson. We believe it is important for all of us to see how each 
story in the Bible does not stand alone, but instead fits into the larger drama that God has unfolded. 

FOLLOW-UP QUESTIONS

The point of these questions is to be conversation starters for you as a family. They are not exhaustive as to 
the content of what your children have learned that Sunday, but should just get things started for your family. 
Our hope is that your children will come to expect a conversation about what they learned in Sunday school 
for two main reasons. First, we want them to see spiritual conversations as a normal and important part of life 
and second, we hope this expectation will make them more attentive to what they are learning.

FAMILY DEVOS

We have provided two days worth of Family Devotionals for you to do as a family at home. We chose this 
number so as to not overwhelm families or discourage them for not being able to live up to expectations. 
Our hope is that the two provided will be a springboard for even more times of family worship during the 
week. The two we have included will help build a foundation for the Bible character that they will study on 
Sunday. You will also see a page on “How to Do Family Devotions” which is there only as a resource for you 
and not a concrete model that must be followed. In the end, the most important thing is for families to spend 
time together focused on God’s Word and prayer; how that is accomplished is secondary.

How to do Family Devotions
 

When discussing family devotions, the first thing you must know is that there is not just one correct way to 
do them. Each family is made up of distinct individuals, each with a different personality. Therefore, trying to 
create a “one-size-fits-all” approach to family devotions is foolish. Below are some helpful hints and guidelines 
as you lead your devotions. Some of them will be very helpful, while some you will realize do not work for 
your family. In the end, the point is for you as a family to take time together, reading God’s Word and praying 
together. However you accomplish this is truly a secondary concern. 

PLACE MATTERS

• It will be important to find a consistent place where you always do family devotions. Changing the 
location can drastically change the dynamics.

• Everyone should be at the same eye level. You don’t want some on the floor and some in chairs or on 
the couch. This will encourage participation by all members because they will feel as if they are a part 
of the group. 

• Minimize the distractions. Honestly, doing family devotions is hard enough! Only you know what 
might distract your kids so be sure you eliminate as many interruptions as possible.

PRAYER MATTERS

• It is important for your children to see the importance of prayer. Therefore, be sure that you pray to 
begin and end your time together. Often it works best to choose one family member to open the time 
in prayer (which also helps settle busy hearts). At the end is an opportunity to let everyone pray.

• Give your children a role in prayer. One of the things that my family does that has been successful is 
that we have four prayer categories: 1- Zachary’s class, 2- Bryson’s Class, 3- Our extended family and 
friends, and 4- Missions. Each time we give someone in the house one of these prayer categories. To 
minimize the “I want…” of our children, we rotate who assigns who to prayer. That way, everyone gets 
a chance to decide who prays for what. It has saved a lot of disagreements. For our missions category, 
we alternate between a Mission Memphis partner and a World Missions partner and it has been such 
a blessing to watch and hear our kids pick up on and pray for those ministries. We also switch it up 
some nights and just have a time of confession or adoration or thanksgiving so they don’t think of 
God as just someone from whom you ask things.

 

THE WORD MATTERS

• God’s Word is the only thing He promises will bear fruit. It is so important to not only expose them to 
God’s Word but also to teach them how to think about it. One of the best ways to start doing this is to 
continually remind them that these stories are REAL – Isaiah 55:11.

• Get them to interact with the Bible for themselves. It is a huge temptation to just provide the answers 
for them (since we know everything) but they will get so much more out of it if they think about it for 
themselves. The hardest part for me in this is that I lose the control. I have to constantly remind myself 
that I want them to get something out of God’s Word and not get frustrated when they don’t get out 
what I want them to.

• Encourage every little step. It will be very important to encourage every interaction they have with 
God’s Word. They will be more willing to share when they know it is a safe place for them to come 
with their thoughts. At times, that will mean you are going to go down some rabbit trails, but it will 
be worth the journey. As a part of that, you need to make sure that they get the truth; this means 
gently correcting when their theology gets out of whack.

TIME MATTERS

• One of the most important things you are teaching your children is that being together is very 
important. Just the simple act of carving out time every week that does not involve the TV or a meal 
out will bear fruit. The intentional act of studying the Word and prayer together will bear fruit even if 
it is down the line. 

• Have fun! I know it sounds silly but if your kids have fun doing family devotions, they will want to 
keep doing them. For us, that is a short game or a role playing moment at the beginning but for 
you, it can be whatever. Sometimes I think we are afraid that we will be irreverent when we attempt 
to have fun, but we must remember that God created fun and laughter, so participating in those 
activities pleases Him.



D6 Driving Values
At Second, we believe in three guiding principles, known as the D6 Driving Values. We hope that as you and 
your family go through these devotions together, you will be further encouraged in your relationship with 
the Lord, your church community, and in your Kingdom mission.

I am more and more amazed at just how few Christians have ever read, let alone studied, the 
Old Testament. Most people are familiar with the stories of Genesis and David and also have 
a favorite Psalm and Proverb, but when pressed, believe that the Old Testament isn’t really 
worth their time. The most common objections I have heard are:

 •     Jesus fulfilled the Old Testament so we don’t really need to know it

 •     It’s so old and outdated that it just doesn’t apply at all anymore

 •     I have tried to read it but it’s just too hard to understand

 •     I am a “New Testament” Christian

 •     And my personal favorite: I like the God of the New Testament better than the God  
       of the Old Testament

The problem with each of these excuses comes down to the fact that the Old Testament is 
God’s inspired Word for us and that Jesus read, knew, understood and pointed others to 
the Old Testament constantly in His own ministry. We even see Jesus rebuking some of His 
disciples after the Resurrection for not knowing and understanding that the Old Testament 
was ultimately about Him. Jesus responds by teaching them the Old Testament!

Therefore, if it was important enough for Jesus to know and teach then it must be valuable 
for us as well. My hope is that as we study this together this year, we will see the overarching 
work of God’s grace towards His people from the very beginning and His ultimate goal for all 
of creation, which is to spread His Glorious Kingdom to the ends of the Earth. 

May you find God’s love and heart on each page and be empowered to live for Him  
more boldly!!

a. Why we also confess our sins to God

C. Adam and Eve don’t die immediately

1. God had said to Adam “in the day that you eat of it you will surely die”

i.    We are forgiven by being covered by blood of Jesus

c. God’s wrath is turned away 
i.    Jesus took God’s wrath on the cross for us

1. About 45 feet long by 15 feet wide by 15 feet high

2. Made of wood covered in gold with roof of cloth and animal skins

3. Had 3 parts to it

a. Courtyard—right outside the Tabernacle 
i.    Where people would gather to bring their sacrifices 
ii.   No one besides the priests were allowed inside the Tabernacle building

b. The Holy Place 
i.    Inside the building 
ii.   Where the priests worked

c. The Holy of Holies 
i.    Separated from the Holy Place by a large veil 
ii.   Where the Ark of the Covenant was 
 ·  On the Ark was the mercy seat where the High Priest would sit and make intercession  
    for the people 
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iii.  Only the High Priest was allowed in here and only on the Day of Atonement 
iv.  Separated God from the people for their protection

C. Was to be a constant reminder of God’s Presence with them and His Holiness among them

D. Had to be movable since the people were still on their way to the Promised Land

1. Was able to be taken up and replaced when the people moved

2.  Was not meant to be a permanent structure

E. Was a picture of what was to come

1. The Temple

II.  Moses asks the people to provide for the Tabernacle—Exodus 35:4-29

A. Out of their possessions

1. Give of what they took out of Egypt

a. That the Lord gave them

b. Like we do when we tithe

c. Give back to the Lord from what He has given us

2. Gold, silver, bronze, wood, fine linens, oil spices, etc.

3. For the purposes of worship

a. For Tabernacle, priests and the worship pieces

B. Out of their skills

1. Use their abilities to make what is needed

2. Used them all since they had different gifts

3. How God does with His church today

a. Has uniquely gifted us

b. Uses our gifts for His Kingdom and the good of all people

C. Done with a willing heart

1. Not out of guilt or fear

2. Those that the Spirit moved

D. The people listen and respond by bringing what they have and what they could do to be a part of this

III.  The Tabernacle is completed—Exodus 40:1-33

A. They set it up and anoint with oil all that is in it

1. Setting it apart as Holy

2. So it can be used for worship
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B. They wash and anoint those who will serve as priests

C. Moses did all the Lord had commanded in regards to the Tabernacle

IV. God shows up—Exodus 40:34-38

A. Cloud covered and filled the Tabernacle

B. Moses was not even able to enter it

C. The cloud became the people’s way of knowing what God was calling them to do

1. When the cloud rose up out of the Tabernacle, the people would get ready and follow the 
cloud to the next place

2. If the cloud stayed in the Tabernacle the people stayed where they were

3. Cloud by day and fire by night

a. Just like how the Lord led them out of Egypt

b. All the houses of Israel could see it

c. If people were doubting easy to remind them, just point them to the cloud or fire

V. SO WHAT??!! - Why is the Tabernacle important?

A. Was a visible reminder of God’s Presence with His people

1. He will be their God and they will be His people

B. Was showing them what was to come

1. The Temple

a. God gets a permanent address

b. Where all people could come and worship and know Him

2. Jesus

a. John 1:14- the Word became flesh and tabernacled among us

b. He was the ultimate example of God being with us—Emmanuel

c. He is the One who can bring us close to God 
i.    As He dies the veil concealing the Holy of Holies was torn in two— Matthew 27:51 
ii.   We now have access directly to the Father because of what Jesus did for us—           
      Hebrews 6:7-12, 10:19-20

i.    Blowing trumpets and carrying the Ark of the Covenant (the box that contained the tablets   
      of the Law) 
ii.   On the 7th day they will march around the city as before except do it seven times and at    
      the end of that time to shout and blow the trumpets and the walls will fall down
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b. Would look really silly to do

c. Was done this way to ensure that God would get the glory for the walls coming down 
i.    Not because of Israel’s great might or military strategy

4. The people do what God requires and they capture the city

5. They then devote everything to destruction just as the Lord commanded

B. Battle #2- Ai- Joshua 7:1-9

1. Ai was a much smaller city with fewer people

a. Joshua decides to only send a few to fight

b.  Believes it will be like Jericho

2.  God’s people were defeated and some were killed in battle

a. They retreat back to camp confused

b.  Hadn’t God promised us victory?

c. Hearts of the people melted—were scared again

3.  Joshua pleads to the Lord

a.  Tears his clothes and falls face down on the Earth 
i.    Show of humility

b.  Asks why this has happened

c.  Fears that they will be defeated

d. Appeals to God’s Name 
i.    If we are defeated, what will you do for your great Name? 
ii.   How will You spread Your kingdom if we are all dead?

4. God reveals the problem

a. One of the people—Achan—had taken some of the things that were supposed to be 
devoted to destruction and kept them for himself

b.  Because he did this all of Israel would suffer

c.  They had to devote Achan and his family to destruction

2.  Josiah—2 Kings 22 and 23

a. Did what was right, not like his father Amon

b. Repaired the temple so the people could worship the Lord

c. Finds the book of the law and has it read among the people

i.    Cleaned everything out of the temple 
ii.   Destroyed the high place and all false idols

e. Even has the people celebrate the Passover 
i.    Hadn’t been done since when there were judges 
ii.   Reminding them of what the Lord had done for them

C. Evil king of Judah—Mannasseh

1. 2 Kings 21:1-16

2. Did what was evil in the sight of the Lord

a. Did not follow in the footsteps of his father Hezekiah

3. Rebuilt the high places of false gods so people would worship there

4. Built altars for false gods in the Lord’s temple

a. Even burned his son as an offering to a false god

I. Ahab is king

A. 1 Kings 16:32-33

1. Worshipped Baal and Asherah

2. Led the people into false worship as well

3. Made altars and high places for them to worship

4. “Ahab did more to provoke the Lord, the God of Israel, to anger than all the kings of Israel who 
were before him”

II. God speaks against the king and false worship through the prophet Elijah 

A. Since the king wasn’t following the Lord’s commands

B. Prophets would go to the king first but most times they wouldn’t listen

C. God raises up Elijah to get Israel’s attention—1 Kings 17:1-7
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1. Declares that there will be a drought in the whole land

2. There will be no rain except at Elijah’s word

3. In their distress the hope is that they will turn back to the Lord

4. It is also to show that their worship is false

a. Baal was supposed to be the god that brought rain, so no rain means that Baal wasn’t working

5. Ahab and Jezebel (his wife) were very angry at the prophets of God and killed many of them

6. They sought diligently for Elijah

D. God uses Elijah to confront Israel’s idolatry—I Kings 18:1-40

1. Elijah asks Ahab to meet with him

a. Calls out the king for troubling Israel 
i.    Abandoned the commandments of the Lord 
ii.   Followed the Baals 
iii.  Led others astray 
iv.  Very bold to speak to the king like this

b. Tells Ahab to assemble the people and all the false prophets 
i.    450 prophets of Baal 
ii.   400 prophets of Asherah

2. Elijah has a plan to reveal who the true God is

a. First speaks to the crowd 
i.    Calls them out for their sin 
ii.   Limping between two opinions 
 ·  Lord is God vs. Baal is god 
 ·  Tells them that they should follow whoever the true God is

b. Has a way the people can know for sure 
i.    Each group gets a bull and makes an altar and prays to their God and the God who      
      answers by fire is the one, true God 
ii.   The people are pleased with this and agree to it

c. Prophets of Baal 
i.    Elijah lets them go first 
ii.   They choose their bull and make their altar and begin to cry out to Baal 
iii.  450 prophets crying out and dancing from morning until noon but no answer 
 ·  Elijah begins to taunt them 
  -   Cry louder 
  -   Maybe he is asleep 
  -   Maybe he is on a journey 
  -   Maybe he is using the bathroom 
iv.  The prophets then begin to cut themselves and bleed so he might answer 
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 ·  Believed that Baal wanted their pain and blood before he would answer them 
v.    After all this, they heard nothing from Baal 
 ·  “but there was no voice, no one answered, no on paid attention”
